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Getting to Us

Both from East and West approach Brampton via the A69. From Main Street turn
on to Union Lane. From the North follow the A6071 turn on to Greenfield Lane
which Leads to Union Lane.

Brampton Train Station is approximately a 1.8 mile walk. From the train station
follow the footpath along The Dandy Line.

Near
the top of the hill you will see signs on the left for Brampton Community Centre.
